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In a study by the University of Chicago,
researchers discovered that when a person
reads to a child, “...in a matter of seconds,
thousands of cells in these children’s growing
brains respond.  Some brain cells are ‘turned
on,’ triggered by this particular experience.
Many existing connections among brain cells are
strengthened.  At the same time, new brain cells
are formed, adding a bit more definition and
complexity to the intricate circuitry that will
remain largely in place for the rest of these
children’s lives.”
